INTRODUCTION 

This document is the Installation and Maintenance Guide for the RSSFeed XML application for the 
OpenStage 60/80 phone. 

The application is available for demonstration purposes. 

The RSS Feed application enables the user to view RSS Feeds from the Internet on an OpenStage 
phone, enabling them (for example) to be updated with the latest news and events. 

 

SCOPE 

This document is intended to be used by an administrator who has responsibility for installing and 
setting up the RSSFeed application.  

It is assumed the administrator has sufficient knowledge of the Internet access policy for the network 
on which the application is used.

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3. SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

3.1 Application Architecture 

 

 

The diagram above provides a high-level overview of the data flow within the system. 

 

3.2 Application Server 

RSSFeed has been tested on the following application server platform. 

• Windows XP with Service Pack 2 

• P4 3.2GHz Processor with 504Mb RAM. 

• 10Mbps Ethernet Connection. 

• The Java Runtime Environment 1.5 

• Apache Tomcat Web server version 5.5 
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3.3 Required Software & Files 

• RSSFeed.war – Web Application Archive 

 

3.4 Network 

RSSFeed requires internet access therefore the Internet Browser proxy settings will need to be 
configured accordingly. 

 

3.5 Phone 

The phone software on an OpenStage 60/80 must be V1 R3.6 SIP or later in order to run RSSFeed. 

Please refer to the OpenStage documentation for details of phone firmware installation. 
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4. INSTALLATION 

4.1 Installing the Servlet 

The RSSFeed application is a Java Servlet web application that is executed in the Apache Tomcat 
servlet container and deployed in the web application archive RSSFeed.war. 

Prior to installing the servlet the following software must be installed: 

• Java Runtime Environment (1.5 or later) - http://www.java.com/en/download/manual.jsp 

• Apache Tomcat (5.5 or later)                   - http://tomcat.apache.org/download-55.cgi#5.5.20 

Next, with Apache Tomcat running, copy the RSSFeed.war file into Tomcat’s webapps directory. 

The webapps directory is typically found at: 

[PROGRAM FILES]\Apache Software Foundation\Tomcat 5.5\webapps 

Tomcat processes the RSSFeed.war file and creates a new folder called RSSFeed. 

You are now ready to configure the RSSFeed application. 

 

4.2 Configuring the Servlet 

RSSFeed is configured via the content.xml file which can be found at the following location: 

<tomcat-path>\webapps\RSSFeed\ 

Whenever this file is edited the server will need to be restarted. 

An example content.xml file is shown below:

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4.3 Running the Server 

The application will be running whenever Apache Tomcat is running. Restarting Tomcat will restart 
the application. 

The URL of the servlet will be similar to the following. 

http://localhost:8080/RSSFeed/RSSFeed 

 

4.4 Configuring the OpenStage 60/80 to run RSSFeed 
Configuring applications on the OpenStage 60/80 is not supported from the web portal and so must 
be configured on the phone. 

 

 

1. Press the Display Application/Service Menu mode key to enter Application Menu mode. 

2. If the “Menu” tab is not selected, press Display Application/Service Menu again. 

3. Select the Admin option; you will be prompted to enter the Admin password. 

4. From the list select the Application option and then select the XML option in order to 
configure XML applications. 

5. Select Add Application and enter the following details: 

• Display Name: RSSFeed 

• Application Name: RSSFeed 

• Server Address: {The IP Address of the server} 

• Server Port Number: 8080 

• Protocol: http 

• Program Name on Server: RSSFeed/RSSFeed 

• Use Proxy: No 

6. Press Save & exit. This will add RSSFeed to the list of available applications. 
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5. TROUBLESHOOTING 

Q: Why do I receive an error when I start the application from the phone? 

A: This is usually one of two things – either the configuration of the phone has not been set up 
correctly or the server application is not running. 

Q: I have run the installer and installed RSSFeed successfully. However I am unable to access 
the RSSFeed Servlet. 

A: Ensure the Tomcat server has been restarted after the installation and that it is now running 
correctly.
